Anyone can wear the patch, but the ribbons must be 
earned. You'll be able to purchase the patch at our local Scout shops (give 
them some time to get them into their stock!), and the ribbons can be pur-
chased ONLY when you've entered your achievements via the online form at 
www.scouting.org/100years. That form will be available on the national web 
site beginning September 1st.
