Tenderfoot

Tenderfoot requirement 9b has changdtinow readsExplain the impor-
tance of the buddy system as it relates to your psonal safety on out-
ings and in your neighborhood. Describe what a bullis and how you
should respond to one.

The buddy system is a way for Scouts to look after another, especially
during outdoor adventures. When your troop goemsuing, for example, each Scout will be assignedddip.
You keep track of what your buddy is up to, andhews at all times where you are and how you anegdo
Now and then a Scout leader might call fdmualdy checkThat means you must immediately hold up the hand
of your buddy. If anyone is missing, everyone walbw it right away. The buddy system should alwagsised
when a troop or patrol is hiking, camping, and ipgrating in any aquatics activities. It's a waysbfring the
good times and preventing the bad. You can usbutldy system when you go places in your commuagy,
well, to help keep yourself and your buddies safe.

A bully is someone who wants to hurt another perBalying can be physical, verbal, emotional, sbdbe-
havioral, or any combination. Bullying can alsoggiace just about anywhere: on the bus, at schbsbccer
practice, even online, via the Internet. Howevetlying can be stopped. Help put an end to theyingl by tak-
ing action first yourself.

If ignoring the bully doesn't work, stand up foruyself with words. Rehearse what you want to say so
that you will feel in control of your emotions whgau confront the bully.

Tell the bully how hurtful it feels to be bulliednd ask why you are the target. Ask the bully op st

Sometimes, agreeing with the bully and having dyaasponse will work ("So what if | have a facé fu
of zits. What's it to you?").

Hang out with a couple of friends; try not to bered.
Tell an adult you trust, such as a parent, teachnerach.

Tenderfoot requirement 12a has changdtinow readsDemonstrate how to care for someone who is chok-
ing.

During a meal, a man lurches from his chair antcbles his throat. His face turns red and he se@siel to
breathe.

Ask, "Are you choking?" If the victim nods yes amel cannot speak, cough, or breathe, perform basksbhnd
abdominal thrusts.

Do not interfere with a person who is conscious ancan speak, cough, or breathe. He is still gettingjr
into his lungs. Encourage him to cough up the objécand be ready to administer first aid if it is needed.
Have someone call for help.
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Food caught in the throat is like a cork stuckhia heck of a plastic bottle. Noth-
ing can get in, but squeeze the bottle the right aral the cork will pop out.
That's the principle behind using back blows ardbafinal thrusts. Here's how to
do it:

1. If the child or adult is conscious, @& series of five back blows. From
behind, place one arm across the person's che&amdorward. Firmly strike
the person's back with the palm of your hand. kollee five back blows with ab-
dominal thrusts as described in steps 2 and 3.

2. Stand behind the victim. Put your aar@und the waist and clasp your
hands together. The knuckle of one thumb shoujddieabove the victim's navel
but below the rib cage.

Thrust your clasped hands inward and upward entbugh force to pop loose the obstruction.

Repeat steps 1 through 3 until the obstruatiears or medical help arrives.

If a choking person is very large or has lost cangness, use this method:

Lay him on the floor and sit straddling higtis.
Place the heel of one hand on the victim'suppdomen, slightly above his navel but belowriiheage.
Place your other hand on top of the first press upward with quick thrusts.

With your index finger, probe the mouth ofliarconscious victim to remove any obstructions. é&sly to
start rescue breathing.

Repeat this procedure until the obstructiomsdoose or medical help arrives.

If you ever choke on food and cannot breathe, clutch §ooat with your hand. That's the universal signdhok-
ing, and it might bring someone to your aid. Ifrhés no one nearby, perform the abdominal throistgourself by
pulling your fist into your upper abdomen, or yandend over the back of a chair and force it aggour belly.

Thrusts to the abdomen can cause rib fractures andther injuries. Use only mannequins or other trainhg
devices to practice or demonstrate abdominal thrust

Second Class

Second Class requirement 8b is nelivreadsExplain the three R's of personal safety and protdion.

Be aware of the three R's to help ensure your pafsafety and to help protect yourself.

Recognizehat anyone could be a child molester. Child melsscan be very skilled at influencing chil-
dren, so be aware of situations that could leaabtcse.

Resistadvances made by child molesters to avoid beingeth Just say no, and don't be embarrassed to
run away, scream, or cause a commotion.

Reportany molestation or attempted molestation to parentther trusted adults. Anytime someone does
something to you that your instincts tell you isong, or that makes you feel threatened or uncoatbtat
tell someone you trust. It's OK to ask for help.

Most relationships with others can be warm and opbat is because they are built on trust. A paterback, a
hug of encouragement, or a firm handshake are waysan show people we care about them.



However, it is a sad fact that some adults andaigens use their size and their power over others to
abuse them. You need to know about abuse so thawiounderstand what to do if you are ever
threatened.

Those who abuse young people know they are doimggong wrong. They usually try to keep their
actions a secret from other adults. They mighhteg their victims to prevent them from telling any
one what is happening. They might try to make thesad person feel that he or she is to blame.

No one should live in fear of abuse. You do notentvlet people touch you in ways you find un-
comfortable. If you are ever asked to do sometlogknow is wrong, you have the right to refuse.

Protecting Yourself From Sexual Abuse
Most sexual abuse can be prevented if young padowe and follow these three R's:

Recognize.
Resist.
Report.

Recognize Recognizing a situation that could become sexoasa can help you get away before
you are in serious danger.

People who sexually abuse young people are caltddsters. Most often, the molester is known by
his or her victim. The molester might be anyonéaraily member, schoolteacher, religious leader,
or youth group leader.

An adult attempting sexual abuse might begin bghg you in ways that are confusing. He or she
might try to touch your groin area and pretendasvan accident. You might be asked to pose for
photographs in your underwear or swimming suit, éeth in no clothing at all.

Some adults or older youths might try to use yaitural curiosity about sex as an opportunity to at-
tempt sexual abuse. Sex is a normal bodily functmnneed to understand. Be on guard around any-
one who makes it seem dirty or secretive.

Resist.If anyone ever attempts to do something to youtylitbat makes you feel bad or that you
know is wrong, you have the right to stop them. Ralmout, or make a scene in public to protect
yourself. Faced with resistance, most molestersbaik off.

Report. Anytime you believe that someone has tried to alyosi or someone else, report it. Talk to
a trusted adult or call an abuse hot line--yougetrthe number from the phone book or by dialing an
operator. Abuse is an adult-sized problem. By tajkabout it with adults, you can let them solve it.

For all of its benefits, though, the Internet césogresent hazards you should know about and avoid
Most people using the Internet are friendly anddsbnHowever, there are some who use the Intewnet t
take advantage of others. There are also Webwitesontent that is unsuitable for young peoplseU
the following guidelines to protect your privacydagain the most good from your time online.

Whenever you go online: (1) Don't respond to inappate messages or Web sites. If you stumble
across information or images that you don't undertit's OK to talk about it with your parent aragd-
ian; (2) Don't share information such as your asslreelephone number, school name, or your parents'
work address or telephone number, and never sgndrantos via the Internet unless you have permis-
sion; (3) Never agree to meet anyone who has cataou online unless your parent or guardian goes
with you.

Another hazard of the Internet is called the cybliybA cyberbully uses electronic communications
such as the Internet to harass, threaten, and di#wens. Some tactics that cyberbullies use include
dissing (spreading damaging gossip about a persargssment (repeatedly sending hateful messages),
and impersonation (pretending to be someone e$@asting damaging information to harm another's
reputation).

If you feel you are the victim of a cyberbully, dot retaliate. Ask the cyberbully to stop. Do natka
your message aggressive or emotional. Let the kalbyv that you will take other steps if the abusesd
not stop. If that does not help, tell your pareangjeardian right away. Cyberbullies can't be sebarw
they are online; this gives them a false senseairity. What they don't know is that they can d¢aenid
out, caught, and even punished.

The best way to protect yourself is to be a godthercitizen. Don't post information that could teed
against you or other people. Stay away from sltastblerate and encourage bullying. Be kind online
